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Newborn to Pre-Kinder 
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What is the Early Childhood Ministry? 
We believe it is our role to support your efforts as parents in the spiritual training of your child.  In an effort to accomplish this, 
we strive to provide a safe, secure and nurturing environment.   
 
We believe it is possible to convey the love of Christ to everyone — even the youngest of children.  It is our goal to portray 
Christ through all we do in caring for your child.  
 
Our Purpose 
To help each child 

* Feel comfortable, happy, loved, and secure, 
* Begin to associate God with feelings of love and happiness, 
* Feel that Jesus loves him/her and others, 
* Think of the Bible as a special book of truth, become familiar with it, and enjoy Bible stories  related to his/her experiences, 
* Express the love of Jesus to others through respect, kindness, and generosity. 
 
Illness 
In order to protect other children in our care, please do not leave a child who appears to be ill or who has had a fever, diarrhea, 
vomiting, or an unexplained rash in the last 24 hours.  If your child becomes ill while in our care, you will be notified promptly. 
 
Diapering older children 
Unfortunately we do not change older preschoolers. Children age three and above who are not yet potty trained will need the 
assistance of a parent to change a diaper, pull-up or soiled undergarments. Should your child need assistance we will notify you. 

 
Care and Feeding 
We will happily bottle feed babies when necessary.  You may advise our staff of the appropriate time your baby needs to be fed.  
All formula must be made (combined with water) in advance. 
Unfortunately, it is not possible to spoon feed babies and toddlers in our Early Childhood Ministry.  If your child needs to be 
spoon fed during their time with us we ask that you come to feed them.  Infants (not walking) may be fed in the room in which 
they are cared for.  Older children (walking) need to be removed from their room and fed in another area. 
“Take out” meals must be fed to children before they enter the room in which they are cared for.  We will happily 
provide an area for you to assist your child with their meal. Please do not bring meals containing peanuts/nuts into 
the buildings. 
 Age appropriate snacks are provided for each session.  Unless your child is allergic to the scheduled snack we ask 
that you not bring alternate snacks.  This will help ensure that we prevent allergic reactions.
